5] Online vs. web enhanced courses – Ad Hoc Committee Report 


The Chair distributed a document outlining the fact that the State Ed Code requires distance education courses to be designed in such a way that the level of communication and course taking experience is the same for students with or without disabilities.  It is not sufficient to respond to ad-hoc accommodation requests as they occur.  It was recommended that a statement be included on the college catalog page listing on-line classes that access technology for students is available in open student computer labs.

The State has issued new top codes for courses in under information technology.  The Curriculum Committee Chair and the Office of Academic Affairs will meet with faculty from the affected disciplines to determine existing course placement within the new top codes.
