4) Curriculum Report:


The 2002-2003 Curriculum Committee Report was distributed.  The major accomplishments of the year include:  1) Approval of 27 courses.  2). The Liberal Arts and Sciences Degrees (transfer and general) were established.  3) The sub-committee on “Information Competency” was formed to determine how Harbor  College students must meet this new AA degree requirement.   

5) Integrated course outlines:


The District Curriculum Committee has made a format available for integrating content and objectives in a course outline.  It is a combination of the PNCR and course outline forms.  Anyone interested in submitting courses to the LAHC Curriculum Committee may use this new form found on the District website.

6) Program Review:


A] Division Council has agreed to begin the review process for Business, Physical Ed., Theater Arts, Technology (Electronics and perhaps Drafting).  There was discussion regarding the new Program Review model awaiting approval from the College President.  Questions regarding program review versus program viability were raised because it is assumed that program viability is not a separate entity from the program review process, rather that program viability is determined in the review process.  Concerns were raised regarding the use of the new process if the President does not sign off on the document.


B]  We now have 138 course outlines in digital format which are ready to go onto our website. A list is available in the Curriculum Chair’s Office.  Divisions are asked to send all outlines in digital format to the Chair .


C] Accreditation:  The Curriculum Committee continues to be a key player in the Program Review process and is gearing up for the 2005 Accreditation visit.
