The District Curriculum Committee has recommended the expansion of courses in Area E – PE Activity requirement for graduation.  Additional courses which will be included are Dance, Dance Activities,               Martial Arts, Physical Fitness and other approved physical activities courses.  The DAS must now approve it.

b.
The DCC is concerned that a violation of the Program Approval Process may be occurring when colleges approve multiple skills certificate programs within one discipline which are less than 18 units.  It specifically noted programs offering beginning, intermediate and advanced levels of the same subject. Approved Programs with 18+ units may be divided into smaller skill certificates because the program has already been approved by the Chancellor’s Office.
