The district Curriculum Review and approval Process was distributed with a proposed change for Harbor College.  The intent is to give preliminary notification of a course or program proposal to the Academic Senate earlier in the approval process.  After the intent is announced to the Senate, senators wishing to make comment or discuss the issue will do so at a Curriculum or Technical Review Subcommittee meeting.  When finalized, this process will be forwarded to the Academic Senate for approval.
5] Institution Student Learning Objectives and Mission Statement.  

The college’s mission statement, values, and goals were distributed and discussed regarding the need for division to write their own mission statements. 

6] Associate Degree – Transfer – B. Guertin (MSP  Richards/Portis)
A Draft of the Associate in Arts Degree in Transfer Studies was distributed and approved. 
7] Articulation – B. Guertin
1)  Math 123C prerequisite for Biology 007: to comply with UC requirements for Biological Sciences
2) Chem 065, or equivalent, prerequisite for Physiology 001:
3)  AP exam credit policy: each division needs to establish score for credit.  The CSUs are focusing on the GE area rather than specific courses.
4)  Charter Oak articulation:  This accredited college contacted us to begin articulation procedures.  It will allow students to transfer up to 90 units of studies from a community college.
