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Preface

Former President Ronald Reagan's Memorial June 11, 2004

t is with great pleasure that the Office of Planning and Research presents, the annual Fact Book and Planning
Resource Guide. This volume is a compilation of data analyses of Harbor College generated during the past year.
Fact Book 2004 covers fiscal years 1999-2003 and represents the most recent data available. This year’s edition was
enhanced to support the self-study which has begun in preparation for the accreditation visit in the spring of 2005.
Several new features include a newly refreshed strategic plan draft, an update on new accreditation standards,
and a quick reference to student learning outcomes (SLO’s) and assessment. The primary purpose of this book is

to compile useful and interesting information about Harbor College for planning and decision-making.

The Academic Year of 2003-04 was characterized by continuing challenges of reducing the budget while main-
taining the FTES target. As can be noted, Harbor College continues to increase efficiency but is funded at a level
that does not cover the college's expenditures. Therefore, there is a comprehensive budget analysis section
comparing our expenditures to our sister institutions in the district. The information should be helpful in a continued

campus effort to reduce expenditures during a time of great financial constraint.

On a personal note, it has been a year of losses with the continuation of many of our young people at war in Iraq
and the death of two great California leaders, President Ronald Reagan (93) and Clark Kerr (92). While most
recognize former President Reagan who is remembered as the great communicator, many might not recognize
the contribution of Clark Kerr as the great creator of the three tier higher education system in California. He
coined the term “Tidal Wave” student population growth and developed a means of access in which all could
benefit from California higher education opportunities. During this time when the economic crisis threatens college
funding and the war continues, it is important to recommit ourselves to our profession in education by recognizing
our student successes and a reenergized need for a bright future. As one can note on the following pages, there

are many things about Harbor College of which we can be proud.
The fact book is truly a team effort and | would particularly like to recognize Rhea, Ray, Joan and Greg who have

spent hours and hours making this publication a quality document. Additional recognition also goes to many other

contributors like Dr. George Prather and Cathy lyemura at the district office who made this document possible.

Profile

The College:

Harbor College is a public two-year community college. Founded in 1949, it is one of 109 colleges in the California
Community Colleges system. The college employs more than 450 persons, including full-time and part-time staff. In the fiscal
year 2002-2003, the general fund budget was $23.4 million with an additional $7.8 million from specially funded programs.
The main telephone number is (310) 233-4000. The website address is http.//www.lahc.edu.

Location:

The campus is located at 1111 Figueroa Place, Wilmington, CA 90744-2397, approximately 22 miles south of the city of Los
Angeles. The primary service area includes the 15th District of Los Angeles (Harbor City, Harbor Gateway, San Pedro, and
Wilmington), the cities of Carson, Gardena, Lomita, Palos Verdes Estates, Rancho Palos Verdes, Rolling Hills Estates, Rolling
Hills, and some parts of Long Beach and Redondo Beach.

Students:

Harbor enrolled 9,102 students in the Fall 2003 semester. Residents of California are charged only $18 per unit to attend one
of the state’s public community colleges. The tuition for nonresidents in 2002-2003 is $149 per unit. Anyone 18 years of age or
older is eligible for admission. Persons younger than 18 may enroll with special permission. Students may choose from 138
associate degree and certificate programs, complete the first two years of a bachelor’s degree, and enjoy personal
enrichment classes for lifelong learning at Harbor. The college provides a “second chance” for those who did not complete
a high school diploma or pursue higher education in the past. A majority of Harbor students are employed either part-time
or full-time.

Academic Divisions and Departments:

Harbor College has 9 academic divisions: Behavioral Sciences, Business and Technology, Communications, Health Sciences,
Humanities and Fine Arts, Mathematics and Physical Science and Technology, Physical Education, Science and Family and
Consumer Studies, and Social Science.

Campus Culture and Community:

Harbor College serves as the cultural hub of the South Bay. Community members enjoy Harbor’s facilities which include five
large classroom buildings; a planetarium for astronomy; complete physical education facilities (including a gymnasium,
weight training room, dance studio, fields, courts and stadium); an art building with full ceramic, photography, and
computer labs; a speech-drama building; a music building with electronic music capabilities and full recording studio; a

nursing training facility; and a modernized library-learning resources center.




Geography:

Los Angeles Harbor College is one of the nine colleges under the Los Angeles Community College District
which covers more than 882 square miles. The campus is surrounded by a county park and golf course
and is located on some 90 acres in the heart of the Los Angeles Harbor area. It is close to recreational and
cultural facilities such as beaches, mountains, museums, parks, downtown Los Angeles, and Hollywood.
International Students:

In the Fall of 2003, there were 111 international students attending Harbor on F-1 student visas. A minimum
score of 450 on the paper-based/or 133 on the computer-based TOEFL (Teachers of English as a Foreign
Language) test is required at Harbor.

Employees:

In Fall of 2003, there were 314 full-time and part-time faculty members; 126 classified professionals and staff;
9 administrators and 2 classified administrators, yielding a total of 451 employees. The number of workdays
in each academic year for 10-month employees is 176; for 11-month employees, 194; and for 12-month
employees, 228.

Athletics:

Harbor College offers several inter-collegiate sports including basketball, football, soccer, and volleyball.

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Student Right-to-Know

What is Student Right-To-Know?

“Student Right-To-Know” (SRTK) refers to a Federally-mandated public disclosure of a college’s Completion Rate and Transfer
Rate. The intent of SRTK is to provide to the consumer a statistic of comparable effectiveness that they can use in the
determination of college choice. All colleges nationwide are effectively required to participate in the disclosure of rates by

July,2000.

SRTK is a*“cohort”study.The SRTK Cohort is a group of students who are: first-time freshmen, enrolled full-time and are degree-
seeking.These students are identified in a fall term and their outcomes are measured over a period of time.The SRTK Cohort
produces two measures. The first measure is the Completion Rate (the total number of students in the cohort who earn
either a degree, a certificate, or who successfully completed a two-year-equivalent transfer-preparatory program). The
second measure is the Transfer Rate (the total number of cohort non-completers who were identified as having enrolled in
another institution). The tracking period of the cohorts is three (3) years, at which time the SRTK rates are calculated and

made public.

SRTK has its merits in that it attempts to provide a standardized measure of college effectiveness nationwide. However, in
order to fully understand what SRTK rates mean for a college, one should also know its limitations. First, the cohort group can
be quite small compared to the entire Community College population, and is therefore not fully representative of all
educational activities at a college. Many Community Colleges do not have the primary mission of producing only transferable
students. There can also be data collection issues involved in the acquisition of valid numbers used in deriving SRTK rates;
since there is no central nationwide “clearinghouse” of transfer data, it is impossible to generate accurate transfer-out rates.
Additionally, the Federal methodology lowers the Transfer rate for Community Colleges, because transfer students who are

considered completers are disallowed in the calculation of the Transfer rate.

SRTK Rates are derived and reported yearly on the IPEDS-GRS (Integrated Postsecondary Educational Data System-Graduation
Rate Survey). The IPEDS-GRS also tracks part-time student cohorts over a six (6) year period; however, full-time cohort status

after 3 years is the only basis for calculating SRTK rates.

What is Partnership for Excellence

Partnership for Excellence is a mutual commitment by the State of California and the California
Community Colleges system to significantly expand the contribution of the community colleges to the
social and economic success of California. It is structured in phases, with substantial financial
investment by the State in exchange for a credible commitment from the System to specific student

and performance outcomes.
State Investment

The State shall commit first to full funding of enroliment expansion both to meet population growth and
to expand the college participation rate, and to protecting the colleges against inflationary erosion
through annual cost-of-living adjustments. The State shall then commit to investing $100 million annually

as an infusion into base apportionment funding.

System Goals

As its responsibility within the Partnership, the System shall commit to achieving outcomes which reflect
the high priority policy objectives of the State. The performance outcomes are derived from the mission
of the California Community Colleges, but they are not intended to represent an exhaustive
operationalization of the mission or to capture the complete value of a community college education.
It is unnecessary for the Partnership to be wholly comprehensive; the funding infusion it represents

accounts for less than three percent of the System budget.

Transfer Goal Statement

(Base Year 1998-99 to 2005-06)

An increase from 55,149 to 78,582 in the number of students who transfer from community colleges to
baccalaureate institutions and an increase from 106,951 to 135,935 in the number of students who are

subgoals: an increase from 10,161 to 15,278 in the number of transfers to UC and an increase from

which the baccalaureate institutions are able to accommodate students who are prepared to transfer, and the System
will assess progress toward these goals in the context of the change in the number of students who become eligible for

Transfer Prepared Sub-Goal Statement

An increase in the number of students who are Transfer Prepared from 106,951 in 1997-98 to 135,935 in 2005-06.

(Transfer Prepared is defined as the net number of students systemwide who earned, within a six-year period, 56 transfer-
able units with a minimum GPA of 2.00. Net number of students means that a student reaching transfer prepared status in
a prior academic year and is still enrolled is not counted during the current academic year.)
